Trapper writes songsthat at first listen are greeted as old, familiar friends. His musical stories are accessible but never trivial, smart but
never snobbish, honest but never pandering. He writes about real folks coping with real lives--people whose far-flung People Magazine
dreams never pan out--laced with a properly jaded sense of humor and the essentia survival tool of not taking yourself too seriously.
